General Comments:

· *Two items from the previous meeting – that had been tabled – were discussed.  See below.
Other items to discuss:

· *The committee agreed that GA has an abundance of items and needs to put a moratorium on accepting items so that Christmas items can be displayed.  The time period set was: November 2nd thru November 30th.  A sign will be posted.
